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On its own motion, the Court orders the parties to be prepared to discuss at oral argument
the exchange between the trial court and the parties at Jury Trial Transcript pages 146-151 and whether
the trial court’s conduct during this exchange amounts to judicial bias and/or interference. See, e.g.,
People v Stevens, 498 Mich 162, 170-178; 869 NW2d 233 (2015) (setting forth factors to be considered
in determining whether a trial judge’s conduct pierced the veil of judicial impartiality); People v Davis,
216 Mich App 47, 49-50; 549 NW2d 1 (1996) (outlining the limited situations in which a trial court may
interject itself into the trial).

The parties may also submit any supplemental briefing on this issue by May 13, 2025.
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
