criminal justice system and is subject to the same procedures used for adult 
criminal defendants.  Juveniles waived pursuant to this rule are not required 
to be kept separate and apart from adult prisoners as required by MCL 
764.27a.

Staff Comment:  In response to a request from the ACLU, MCR 3.950 is amended 
to make the rule consistent with MCL 764.27a by requiring juvenile offenders who are 
waived into the adult criminal justice system under MCL 712A.4 to be kept separate and 
apart from adult prisoners.
